Parrot & Person treat 
Fiesta Fruit Salad 

Ingredients:
1 Apple 
6 oz fresh raspberries
½. c fresh blueberries
4 oz. fresh pomegranate seeds
1 lb fresh large strawberries 

Directions: 
Apple - peal, core, and dice into small cubes
Raspberries -  mash 1/2 and leave  1/2 whole
Blueberries - cut in half
Pomegranate seeds - leave whole
Strawberries - chopped in eighths

In a large bowl, mix all fruit together.
Serve as is for parrot. For person can be eaten as is, 
or with cinnamon tortilla crisps. 

Helpful Hints for best enjoyment:
Serve in two bowls - one for you, one for your parrot
Don’t share utensils! don’t share saliva!

Cinnamon Tortilla Crisps:
Preheat oven to 425 F.
Brush tortilla with olive oil and sprinkle with cinnamon
and sugar. 
Cut into wedges and lay in single layer on baking tray.
Bake 10 minutes or until crisp. 
Scoop fruit into a crisp and enjoy
the party in your mouth!
